Passwordmaker is an browser-extension which is available for Internet explorer and Firefox. With passwordmaker you can use passwords easily and safe without the need of remembering them. Passwordmaker doesn’t use, like many other products, an encrypted database, but it generates the passwords on the spot with a combination of a main- password and the URL of the website. Even if someone cracks one of the passwords the rest of the passwords are still safe. Because the main-password can’t be retrieved, which is done by using a form of irreversible encryption. This is the way to use passwords safely and not having to remember a large number of impossible key-combinations. Here’s another tip: Adjust the Internet explorer version to the md5-algorithm in order to generate the same passwords as in the Firefox-version.
